Love Given and Refused

So many times, as Christians, we are given the blessing to experience a very strange feeling: that of love given and refused. So many times, having the best and purest altruistic intentions, we try to give love and joy to the world around us, but the world simply, so many times in a rude manner, refuses our love. However, as I said earlier, we should consider such an experience, not a source for sadness or disappointed, but a blessing from God because every time when we are giving love and our love is refused, we are becoming the “likeness” of God. With a few exceptions, the story of the Bible is the story of love given and refused, the most beautiful love story ever written of God who unceasingly pours out His love on a humanity who almost unceasingly refuses His love, it is the story of God who came to His own knowing that His own would not receive Him (John 1:11), but He still did it because “God is love” (1 John 4:8) and true love is always outpouring regardless of the answer it receives.

Therefore, if we want to be “like God”, we have to be like the sower who “went out to sow his seed” (Luke 8:5) without being concerned that some seeds will not spring up, we have to be like the Sun that caresses the earth with its warm rays, like the rain that pours out its love in the same amount upon good or evil people, like the trees that hug us with their fruitful branches, like the earth that lifts up its baskets full of crops to us without expecting anything in return. We have to be like everything created by God and imprinted with His image, the image of love.
